NATURALLY, the greatest service I can render my fellow man is to 

bring him to God in Christ, says Luther at the close of a sermon in

How Best to Serve Men 

 The greatest of all services is to free him [my fellow man] from 

sins, to liberate him from the devil and hell. But how is this done? 

Through the Gospel, by preaching it to him and telling him that he 

should cling to the works of Christ and firmly believe that Christ‘s 

righteousness is his and his sins are Christ‘s. This, I say is the great-

est service I can render my fellow man. Cursed be the life that a 

man lives only for himself and not for his fellow man, On the other 

hand, blessed be the life in which a man does not live for, and serve, 

himself but his fellow man.

Dear Members and Friends of Zion, 
 
What a joy it is to enter September with the opportunities for service 

and growth this month brings! One core area of Zion‘s ―Life Series‖ 
strategic plan is Christian Education—―Growing in Christ.‖  We seek to 

nurture our relationship with Jesus, and to ―reach out through Jesus 
to help others grow‖ (a paraphrase of Zion‘s mission statement), 
through this vital area of ministry. Wasn‘t Sunday August 22 a won-

derful ―Education Sunday!‖ It included installation of Sunday School 
and ECC staff—including Beth Wallace, our new ECC Director—as well 

as the Backpack Blessing, assuring students that God goes with them 

each day to school. 

September resumes our total ―Growing in Christ‖ offerings: Junior Confirmation classes 

begin, as well as new Life Series classes on Wednesdays starting September 8, including 
―The Lutheran Faith‖ class for newcomers to the teachings of Jesus and/or the Lutheran 

Church. There is also a new ―Exploring Faith Maturity‖ class for disciples seeking to grow in 
Christ. The Bible is the primary textbook for every class. The Small Catechism by Martin Lu-

ther is the secondary text, providing a ―topical Bible‖ of the chief parts of the faith. (It‘s 
amazing to me how Luther‘s words of A.D.1529 ring true as I read and observe life in the 
world and in the church these days! I commend it to your regular reading, along with a daily 

dose of God‘s Word, the Bible.) 

Small group Bible studies happen each week on the church property and in members‘ 

homes. Sunday school and adult Bible classes continue. The choir, bell choir, and Zion‘s 
Seniors also resume this month. Children, youth and families all have opportunities to ―Grow 

in Christ.‖ 

In all of these opportunities for growth, our purpose is the same: to lead people into a 
deeper, closer relationship with Jesus. Our purpose is more than to produce ―smarter Lu-

therans‖—as if knowledge of the facts were the ultimate goal. Our purpose is more than just 
to produce Christian obedience—as if doing what God commands will save us. No, our goal 
is to ―grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ‖ (2 Peter 3:16). 

That growth happens as we regularly get into God‘s Word in personal/family Bible reading 

and group Bible study, as well as gathering regularly to worship God with fellow believers.  

The Bible, along with the Sacraments of Baptism and the Lord‘s Supper, is a ―means of 
grace‖—a conduit or channel through which God communicates his unconditional love for us 
in his Son, Jesus Christ.  Someone once said, ―More important than how much I get into the 

Bible as how much the Bible—God‘s living Word—gets into me. I invite you to take every 
opportunity these days to let God‘s Word get into you, all to God‘s glory, for the benefit of 

others whom God will lead you to serve, and for your own great joy and fulfilling of your

I was running an errand one day and as I left my house, the gas station 

on the corner had the all–too-familiar car wash going on.  But this one was 

unique.  Their sign read ―Carwash in memory 

of Local hero.‖  I forget the name of this hero 

but before I could think of anything else, a 

question flashed across my mind:  Would this 

local hero really feel honored by this car wash 

in his memory? 

 

 

The question persisted, however.  As Christians, we owe our lives to Jesus.  We live because he 

died for us and rose to set us free from sin.  Paul said it this way in his letter to the Philippians:  ―For me 

to live is Christ, and to die is gain.‖  As we live, we represent Christ to the world.  But the question still 

remains—would Jesus really feel honored by how we are living in his memory? 

 

We can ask the same question, not only of our individual lives as Christians but also as our com-

munal life as His people, the church.  In fact, as the Church, it is even more important that we keep that 

question in mind as we live.  Do we really honor Jesus by how we are living in His memory? 

 

One way I see Zion taking this question to heart is in the work of our lay leadership, the Execu-

tive Board this year.  Following the indefinite postponement of the Transforming Congregations Network 

weekend, the Executive Board met with a ministry consultant.  This consultant helped us to see a differ-

ence between how we said we would operate in our 2002 Constitution and how we were functioning in 

reality.  With the future of Zion and Christ‘s mission in mind, the Executive Board said they would step 

up and function the way our 2002 constitution described.  I won‘t go into what that entails in this article, 

but if you‘d like I would be glad to talk to you.  Terminology aside, our Executive Board has undergone 

many hours of training so that they can better focus on discovering what future plans God has for his 

mission among us and also ensuring that mission is accomplished.  And all this work on the part of our 

Executive Board is to make sure that we honor Jesus by living in his memory. 

 

I see God blessing Zion through our Early Childhood Center.  Not only have our teachers and staff 

touched the lives of the children, but we are starting to see that blessing spread to the rest of the family 

as well.  One of the grandparents of our students was so excited about what she saw going on through 

the ECC that she started working as an aid in one of our classrooms.  It doesn‘t stop there; she is now 

taking classes to become a teacher.  Now God has used her families experience in the ECC so this 

grandmother wants to bless other families.  God is not only blessing the lives of the preschoolers in our 

ECC, he is blessing their families too.  Now that is something to honor Jesus by how we are living in his 

memory!

 The most common cancer is skin cancer. More 

than one million new cases are diagnosed annually 

with 9,600 deaths predicted in the United States in 

2005. The most dangerous form is Melanoma. It can 

get into your blood stream or lymph system and 

spread to your vital organs, like your liver or lungs. 

 

The two classifications of skin cancer are mela-

noma and non-melanoma. The non-melanoma is 

basal cell carcinoma or squamous cell carcinoma. 

The cure rate for non-melanoma carcinomas is very 

high if detected and treated early. Many different 

treatment options are available. Mohs surgery (a 

microscopic examination of the removed cancerous 

tissue, so that all ―roots‖ and extensions of the can-

cer can be eliminated) has been recognized as the 

skin cancer treatment with the highest reported cure 

rate.

 Unprotected and /or excessive exposure to ultra-

violet (UV) radiation 

 Fair complexion  

 Family history 

 Multiple or atypical moles  

 Severe sunburns as a child

Community Cooperative Ministries, Inc. is a com-

munity organization serving the hungry, the home-

less, and children out of school for the summer.  

CCMI also provides volunteer transportation to 

medical appointments.

Hundreds of volunteers cook, clean, serve and de-

liver lunch with a  smile. 
 

3. Help almost 500 families every week this sum-

mer by providing more than 50 lbs. of groceries 

from our Mobile Food Pantry, in cooperation with 

five elementary schools in the poorest neighbor-

hoods of Lee County. 
 

4. Transport more than 100 elderly individuals to 

medical appointments and other locations through 

CCMI‘s Faith in Action volunteer program. 
 

The need for volunteer services has increased. The 

average meal distribution for Meals on Wheels has 

increased from approximately 6,000 meals per 

month in 2009 to about 9,000 meals per month in 

2010. The need for our year-round residents to fill 

the gap created by seasonal volunteers who have 

left the area has never been greater. 
 

The average number of clients served by Meals on 

Wheels is 105 in East and Central Fort Myers; 105 

in North Fort Myers; 45 in Cape Coral; 45 in Lehigh 

Acres; and 90 in South Fort Myers. 
 

The number of CCMI volunteers from Zion Church 

has decreased from 8 to 3.  Please take a minute to 

read Matthew 25:34-40, and then prayerfully con-

sider volunteering a few hours a week to serve 

those among us who need a helping hand and a 

friendly face.
