As of the end of August, income was $20,000 below our projection and our best estimate is
that we will end the year at that level. We have been able to make up some of this shortfall
through savings in administrative supplies and not hiring an office manager replacement, how-
ever, the expenses related to maintenance of the building are much higher than expected.
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During the budgeting process, we expected to reduce the cost of our air conditioning mainte- $

nance by getting multiple bids in this business climate. We did realize some reductions but these $
were not as high as expected due to the age and condition of our machines. In addition, the

amount of building maintenance we have had to do this year is significantly higher than previous $

years and this is probably attributable to the aging of the buildings. As a result, our maintenance $
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expenses are running 13% over budget.

It appears that this financial impact may worsen. We have just discovered that a portion of the
roof over the Sanctuary has been damaged due to a water leak and must be replaced. We may
also have to do major repair or replacement of several of our air conditioners. We do have some
money saved from the insurance payment for damages caused by the last hurricane and that
should be adequate to cover roof repair. If we continue to have building maintenance problems,
such as the aforementioned air conditioners, the effect on our cash flow could be rather devastat-
ing if our income does not improve.

We will keep you informed of our financial condition and hope you will prayerfully review your
financial support for Zion.
