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Tradition!  

When Lynne and I were dating, her brother was in theater and got to play the 

part of Tevye from Fiddller on the Roof.  Of all of the memories we have from his 

play, of course that old favorite song ñTraditionò is one that stays with you.  If 

you remember, throughout the play, whenever the father doesnôt want to ex-

plain something to his family, he just says ñTraditionòðit is something Tevye 

struggles with throughout the play as his children deal with a changing world 

they find themselves in.   

        Particularly at the begin-

ning of the play, Tevye uses the 

word tradition to express ñthatôs 

the way weôve always done itò as 

sort of a trump card to end any 

conversation with his children.  

Of course, that understanding 

of tradition doesnôt end with 

Fiddler on the Roof.   Think about it ðif you went to Ken-

tucky Fried Chicken and order their traditional chicken you 

wouldnôt expect to get something with spicy Cajun flavor-

ing.  You would be shocked at very least if not dismayed.  

The concept of tradition has truly taken on this meaning of unchanging protection of status quo.   

 Tradition has not always meant protecting status quo.  If you go back to the Latin meaning, it means 

ñhanding overò or ñpassing on.ò  Tradition does not refer to simply doing something because that is the 

way we have always done it, rather it refers to something that is passed on from generation to generation.   

        In that light, Tevye not good role model for church.  We need to be careful not to use the idea of 

tradition as an excuse to maintain things the way we have always done them for that reason alone.  In 

fact, doing something the way we have always done it may not communicate the same thing in a new con-

text.  For example, the swastika was originally an equilateral cross that in the Indian culture denoted good 

luck.  However, since World War 2, that symbol has come to be associated not with good luck but with the 

Nazi party.  Because of the change in context, the same symbol now means something entirely different.  

So status quo in and of itself is not really traditional.  

   Just like Fiddler on the Roof, when our context changes then the way we communicate the same un-

changing truth does change.  A question we can struggle with is whether we need to change the way to 

convey faith in order to pass it on.  We can even take lead from the Bible on this.  Jesus said over and 

over that He wasnôt replacing the Old Testament.  ñDo not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the 

Prophets; I have not come to abolish them but to fulfill them ò(Matthew 5:17)  If you think about it, God 

didnôt really have to write the New Testament.  Jesus didnôt introduce new teachings; instead he narrowed 

the 10 commandments to 2.  From Isaiah 53 and elsewhere we even know about the Messiah from the Old 

Testament so technically instead of the New Testament, God could have had someone write ñP.S.:  Jesus is 

the Messiah and heôs coming backò and just tacked it on to the Old Testament.  But God didnôt.  Instead he 

inspired not one but four men to write the Gospels.  Why four ðbecause each addresses a different con-

text.  And think of Paulôs lettersðover and over Paul answers the question ñhow do I live now that Christ 

has come?ò  God changed the way He revealed His unchanging truth to fit new contexts.   

 So in the end, we are left with a question:  Are we passing on the unchanging truth God has revealed 

to us?  We should struggle with that question as we approach worship, Bible study, Vacation Bible School 

and what we are doing as families in the context of our homes.  That is really traditional.   

  It wonôt always be easy to answer that question, either.  My former Seminary roommate is Shauen 

Trump.  Shauen has been  serving one of our partner churches in Uganda and the question of tradition 

comes into even how they translate the Bible.  In the area near Kampala, they donôt have wine and 

Shauen was shocked to find out that the word they were using for wine basically meant ñFantaòðthe soft 

drink.  Shauen is working with the church there to pass on the faith in this context where the concept of 

wine does not exist.   

 Tradition is so much more than preserving status quo.  Tradition as Godôs people is actually making 

sure that we continue to pass on the faith ðespecially in the face of changing contexts.  But itôs not a chal-

lenge we face alone.  God is with us as we struggle with that question of whether we are passing on the 

unchanging truth He has revealed to us.  He will continue to guide us as we strive to pass on the greatest 

tradition ðthe faith our forefathers have passed on to us.
